
The CVB tries to create one mail log record for items that deal with a single issue and for which our CVB response is likely to be communicated in a single letter.  
Currently, this sometimes means breaking up large packages that arrive under a single cover letter or, less frequently, combining several small, highly related 
documents into a single tracking record.     

Your electronic submissions will be most efficient if you attempt to define submission in the same manner.  
The goal is [1 submission] = [1 mail log ID] = [1 CVB response letter].  Each submission needs its own 2049 form.
