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PASSIVE SURVEILLANCE
means the generation of aquatic animal health data by an early detection system.
means observer-initiated aquatic animal health surveillance, typically based on observations of clinical or behavioral signs, production measures, or mortality rates.  An observer-based early detection system is one example of passive surveillance.
