The official veterinarian certifies for export that all poultry covered under this health certificate were 
inspected by the examining veterinarian issuing the health certificate and: 

1. Poultry did not originate from France after October 1, 2023. 
2. Poultry did not transit France prior to collection for shipment for export to the United States. 
3. Poultry shipment will not transit France after leaving premises of origin. 
4. Poultry were not vaccinated against any H5 or H7 subtype of avian influenza. 
5. Poultry (choose option below):

6. Poultry presented no evidence of communicable disease of poultry within the 30 days prior to leaving the premise of

• Avian metapneumovirus (also known as Turkey Rhinotracheitis (TRT), or Swollen Head Syndrome): At least 30 
poultry per house were tested using any of the following methods: rRT-PCR, ELISA, or serology.

9. The premises of origin tested negative for Salmonella enteritidis (SE) within 30 days by environmental culture, and there is 

no evidence or knowledge of SE present in the flock. 
10. The poultry did not originate from, or transit through, any region within the EPTR that was restricted for outbreaks of 

Newcastle disease or highly pathogenic avian influenza (HPAI) in commercial poultry for the following period, whichever is 
later: 
a. Until the restrictions were lifted by the national competent authority (only applies if the restrictions were placed 

for Newcastle disease or HPAI in racing pigeons, backyard flocks or wild birds), OR 
b. 90 days after depopulation of all affected premises, followed by cleaning and disinfection of the last affected 

premises, in that zone. 
11. Poultry were not commingled with other birds or poultry of lesser health status than described in this certificate. 
12. Poultry were placed in new or appropriately sanitized packaging for shipment to the United States at the premises where 

the flock or origin was kept.
