Include the following information in the request:

1. Name and address of company currently under compliance agreement to handle regulated
garbage.

2. Length of time that the company above is currently storing regulated garbage.

3. Length of time that the company above is requesting to store regulated garbage.

4. Justification to support the company’s request to store regulated garbage for longer than
120 hours. Please attach supporting documentation (i.e., schedule of the hauling/cartage
firm’s pickup dates, times and hours of operation; proof that the hauling/cartage firm
currently used by the company is the only approved hauling/cartage firm available to haul
the regulated garbage).

5. Adetailed and accurate description of the type of equipment to be used in the storage of
regulated garbage.

6. Acopy of your existing compliance agreement.
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
