USDA is transitioning from USDA eAuthentication to Login.gov effective September 11, 2023.

If you only need to access the Vet Accreditation/National Veterinary Accreditation Program (NVAP) module
in VSPS to renew you accreditation, update your address information, update your Category level, and/or add
an additional authorization State you DO NOT need to go through the identity verification step. (Step 2
below).

The login.gov identify verification step (Step 2 below) is only required if you want to create Interstate

Certificates of Veterinary Inspection (CVI)s in VSPS and/or create Equine Infectious Anemia (EIA)/Coggins
test records.

Step 1: Creating a Login.gov Account
